Community Awards presentation that took place in May.
All board members agreed that the children's activities were sufficient and

the children' s concert attracts the majority of viewers, there is always
room to attract more participants and types of activities for kids.

All board members agreed that the time break between the children's

concert and adults' should be much shorter or even start right after the

children's concert. All board members agreed that there should be a

variety of activities for adults, not necessarily held at the same location but
throughout the entire city that will meet all kinds of interests of the public.
All events should be planned and advertised as part of the Russian Style

Festival, Cultural Week or Month.

Andrey Pronin suggested that the board invites more community based
organizations to participate.

Raisa Aguf commented on the amount of people who attended the

Festival and on the quality of artists at the last event.
Andrey Pronin said that a lot of new artists didn' t want to participate
because of the format of the event.

Diana Volman suggested that the board organizes events dedicated to

various subjects. Dianna also said that there might be an opportunity to
organize events at Hammer Museum in Los Angeles and she will provide

information regarding this opportunity later.
Maria Shtabskaya said that the board needs to hire a professional

producer for the event.

Alex Tolocenco said that the board needs to analize all previous events.

Alex suggested that the board uses a marking board to write down ideas.
Alex also talked about the City of West Hollywood and why it is becoming
more and more attractive for younger people.



Alex talked about a survey of young professionals and about incorporating
the results of the survey into the ideas for the Festival
