MINUTES FOR TUESDAY, DECEMBER 16, 2014

West Hollywood Library Community Meeting Room
at 625 N. San Vicente Boulevard

1.  CALL TO ORDER—Chair Vika Safrigina called the meeting to order at 7: 15 P. M.

2.   Diana Volman led the Pledge of Allegiance

3.   Roll Call— Board Members present: Andrey Pronin, Vika Safrigina, Raisa Aguf,
Diana Volman, Alex Tolocenco, Larisa Danilova, Vika Safrigina, and Lyubov Levitan.
Staff Liaison Tatiana Rodzinek.

Valentina Matiji, Maria Shtabskaya were absent.

4.  Approval of Agenda: Raisa Aguf made a motion to approve agenda, seconded by
Lyubov Levitan.

5.  Approval of Minutes of the meeting of November 25, 2014. Diana Volman made a
motion to approve, seconded by Alex Tolocenco.

6.   ITEMS FROM THE PUBLIC

Olga Petrakova and Bryan Brown, theater artists, Founders of American Russian
Theater Ensemble Laboratory( ARTEL), presented their proposal of additional events
for the 2015 Russian Arts and Culture Festival.

Agassi Topchian, Director of the Entertainment Programming for the Russian
Festival spoke about his vision of the Festival Development.

Lev Volovik, Director of the Children' s programming for the Russian Festival spoke
about the changes his foundation is going to make to develop the programming.

7.   RUSSIAN ADVISORY BOARD MEMBERS' COMMENTS

Alex Tolocenco praised the proposal submitted by Olga Petrakova and Bryan
Brown and asked them to submit the breakdown of the budget for different
components in their proposal.

Vika Safrigina asked about fundraising opportunities. Olga Petrakova said that they
do not specialize in fundraising and usually hire people to do it for their company.
Diana Volman spoke about drawbacks of having the concerts inside the Fiesta Hall.
Diana spoke about the importance of thinking about all little details and maybe
shorten the program so that it could fit inside the venue and accommodate all
interested attendees.

8.   NEW BUSINESS

8.A. VICTORY IN EUROPE DAY CELEBRATION

Tatiana Rodzinek showed the board a short documentary that was created by the
correspondents of the Los Angeles Times newspaper about Russian Veterans.



The board members suggested that the documentary be shown during celebration of
the Victory in Europe Day.
Vika Safrigina said that she would assist with flower and water donations
Raisa Aguf will arrange small gifts from the bakery

9.   UNFINISHED BUSINESS

9.A. INTERNATIONAL WOMEN' S DAY

The board made a decision to hold the celebration on Sunday, March 8th in Fiesta
Hall at 12 noon.

Tatiana Rodzinek presented a grant proposal that she usually submits for funding the
celebration. The program will include opening remarks from West Hollywood officials,
live music, contests, art show/exhibit, dancing, holiday fair—jewelry, cosmetics,
bags, clothing, other gifts, etc.; raffle prizes.
Raisa Aguf suggested that the organized ask for suggested donations in the amount
of 3 dollars. Admission will be free.

The board members discussed the set up for the event that will be with round tables
and chairs with an open space in the middle for dancing.
Larisa Danilova said that Edward Goff will create a flyer for the event.

9. B. UPCOMING CULTURAL EVENTS

Unity in Diversity Arts Foundation presented a number of events that they are
planning to produce in 2015. Board members asked questions regarding the dates of
the events that are being planned. The board members agreed to support the events.

9.C. PLANNING RUSSIAN CULTURAL FESTIVAL 2015

Board members discussed preparation for the Festival and suggested that each
member explore different opportunities and make a list of ideas that could be
implemented as a part of the festival activities. Tatiana Rodzinek explained to the

board that Public Safety Department Staff will be coordinating the Festival, and the
City of West Hollywood will be considered a Producer of the festival as it has been
doing for the last three years. The staff will have a final say on available budget.
Agassi Topchian will be the director of the Gala Concert to be held in Fiesta Hall.

Lev Volovik and Unity in Diversity Arts Foundation will be directing the children' s
concert.  Bryan Brown and Olga Petrakova submitted a proposal on curating other
elements of the Festival.

Alex Tolocenco said that the board will be making a final decision only when the
members receive a breakdown of the budget from the people who will be involved.
Vika Safrigina requested the breakdown of the budget to be introduced to the RAB
before the next meeting in January.
Alex Tolocenco asked staff to explore a possibility of doing a remote broadcasting
of performances in Fiesta Hall.

Diana Volman made a motion to approve three components of the festival curated

by three different individuals. City of West Hollywood staff will be in charge of
finances, contracts, overseeing development, fundraising, sponsorship and
marketing, as well as overseeing logistics, publicity and social media.  Russian
Advisory Board will evaluate the outcome of the festival programing.
Vika Safrigina seconded.

The Board members discussed the Russian Community Awards Presentation and
asked staff to include the item into the next meeting agenda.
