Flaviyake is an electro pop singer and songwriter.

Flaviyake has established a song writing career in both English and Russian for herself and other artists of a Russian record label Sound Evolution. She has performed live at hip and chic London and Los Angeles venues and also at the events with a strong Japanese influence, such as Hyper Japan, which is the biggest annual Japanese event in the United Kingdom.
