Additional funds are available for:
1) Community Members Impacted by Hoarding - $20,000 per year
As part of preventing displacement, providers interact with and support tenants at risk of eviction and homelessness due to extreme and excessive collection of material belongings and uncleanliness. The West Hollywood Rent Program rules (Rent Stabilization Ordinance) limit reasons a tenant can be evicted. The rules allow eviction for nuisance. The purpose and goal of this program is to support tenants in maintaining their housing through improving their living conditions and thereby avoiding potential eviction due to nuisance. By reducing excessive storage and improving unclean environments, the work also improves the lives of neighbors and supports the property owner maintaining the building. Informing tenants of other available programs that support independent living and quality of life is a meaningful aspect of the work.  Examples of expenses these funds could cover heavy cleanings, organizing and de-cluttering.  This list is not exclusive and assistance is at the discretion of the Case Manager.  Client eligibility for services is dependent upon participation in on-going case management.
2) Home Secure Program - $25,000 per year
With the intention of preventing displacement and extending independent living, the Home Secure Program helps tenants continue to live independently in their homes. The risk of serious injury from falls or slips increases and other daily activities can become challenging as community members age. Climbing short flights of stairs can become difficult, door knobs are harder to open and physical disabilities can limit mobility and reduce access through doorways or the ability to reach cupboards. Home Secure Program providers are able to access funds to cover the cost of assessing safety, security, and accessibility needs of eligible community members. The program covers an initial assessment; devices such as grab bars, no slip strips, raised toilet seats, and replacing door knobs with levers. The program can also cover costs of modifying bathtubs and showers for access, installing handrails on common area stairs and small access ramps to avoid short flights of stairs either inside or outside the tenant’s unit. This list is not exclusive and modifications are at the discretion of the Case Manager.
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
